Honours list. Chris is a main stay amongst sporting commentary and punditry in the 
UK having been an integral part of the BBC’s team covering the Olympics and the Tour 
de France. In 2024 Chris announced that he was living with stage 4 cancer. Maintaining 
the determination, resilience and positivity that shaped his sporting success, Chris 
inspired the nation once again with his memoir All That Matters, sharing how he has 
used these experiences to find ways to focus on the moments that matter.
